2009 IRA Contribution Deadline is April 15th! 
Contribution limits for both Traditional and Roth IRAs are $5000 for 2009.  

If you are over the age of 50, the annual contribution limit is $6000 for 2009.  

Cashier’s Check vs. Money Order 
What is the difference? 
Cashierôs Checks and Money Orders are similar in the fact they 

are paid for up front and are generally considered guaranteed 

funds. Both are drawn against the credit union, and both can be 

used in place of personal checks. However, Cashierôs Checks 

can only be obtained at a financial institution and generally do 

not have a monetary limit. Money orders can be obtained by third parties, including 

the Post Office and Wal-Mart, and some third parties impose a maximum amount 

for a money order. (i.e. The Post Office has a maximum of $1000 per money order.)  

What is the credit union’s policy? 
Cashierôs Checks - Since we donôt charge a fee for this service (most banks do!), 

we limit the payees to government agencies, other financial institutions, busi-

nesses dealing with home loans or auto sales, and yourself. We may ask who you 

would like the check made payable to in order for us to decide if we can do a 

cashierôs check or money order. We do not have a limit on the amount of the 

checks. 

Money orders - We charge a very nominal fee of $.40 per money order. They 

can be made payable to anyone and we do not have a limit on the amount of the 

money order.  

Phone numbers are important! 
We are finding many of our members no longer have land lines. If you are 

only using a cell phone, please provide us with that number. Current phone 

numbers are crucial for the prevention of fraud. If we receive a fraud alert, 

we will need to contact you. If we cannot reach you, we may block your 

card. You may call either branch to update your information! 

We are once again offering High School Scholarships! In order to be  

eligible, the applicant must be a U.S. citizen, a credit union member, a 

graduating high school senior, and must be planning to attend a two or four year post-

secondary, accredited undergraduate degree program or technical/vocational school. 

The scholarships will be awarded to the applicants that exemplify the credit union  

philosophy of ñpeople helping peopleò through volunteerism, community service, and  

leadership. Applications were mailed in January, but if you didnôt receive one they are 

available at both credit union locations as well as on our website at www.fpsfcu.com.
