Traveling? 
Please notify us if you will be 

traveling and plan to use your 

credit card or Instant Cash & 

Check debit card. We need to 

know the dates you will be  

traveling and where you are  

going so we can make  

adjustments to our system to 

help prevent unnecessary  

transaction declines. If we do not 

know that you are traveling, 

when you attempt to use your 

card, it may be declined as  

suspected fraud. Save yourself 

the trouble and frustration of 

having to call us on your  

vacation to find out why your 

card isn’t working! Please let us 

know of your travel plans! 

2009 and 2010 have been busy years with multiple regulation changes. 

While these changes were made with the consumer in mind and are 

intended to protect your rights and best interests, sometimes they can 

be a little confusing. If you have questions about how any regulations might affect you, 

please call us! Here is a brief overview of three regulation changes: 

 

Regulation E - The changes to Reg E give consumers a choice in how ATM and one-time 

debit transactions are treated. This regulation requires financial institutions to obtain  

consent from their members/customers before allowing overdrafts and charging fees by 

ATM and one-time debit transactions. Our member with debit cards should have received a 

mailing that further explains this regulation. If you have a debit card and did not receive a 

letter and opt-in form, please call or stop in. This regulation does not change our overdraft 

protection services, such as overdraft protection loans and transfers from another account. 

It only affects how ATM and one-time debit transactions are handled in the event of an 

overdraft and the other overdraft services are not available. 

 

CARD Act of 2009 - Starting August 22nd, gift card issuers will be restricted in the fees 

charged on gift certificates, store gift cards or general-use prepaid cards. Unless there has 

not been activity in a 12 month period prior to the fee being charged, only one fee is 

charged per month and  proper disclosures were given, a gift card issuer cannot charge an 

inactivity/service/dormancy fee. Also, gift cards will need to have a minimum expiration 

period of five years. 

 

Student Loans - The Health Care and Education Affordability and Reconciliation Act of 

2010 requires that all Federal Stafford, PLUS and Consolidation loans be processed 

through the William D. Ford Direct Loan program beginning July 1, 2010. As a result, we 

will no longer have a role in originating these types of loans. Going forward, any college 

students seeking these types of loans will need to work directly with their respective 

schools. If you already have a federal loan through the credit union, the terms and/or  

payments will not change. If you any questions on the financial aid process, or this new 

regulation, please contact Tera at 701-241-4770.
